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This month Sterling says…..” I have had a few questions this year on hydraulic oil for the 2000XL, as you will see 
from the Lubrication and Filter sheet on the following page we recommend HD-389 (Chevron product number) for 
both the transmission and hydraulic system. Technically this is ATF (automatic transmission fluid) and we have 
used it with the Vickers vane pump, on the hydraulic side, for a long time. ATFs are usually less viscous and de-
signed to work under lower pressures and temperatures than hydraulic fluids. It has qualities that fit our application 
better than normal hydraulic oil. The question that has come up is “ if we cannot get the Chevron HD-389, then can 
I use another transmission oil ?” We would probably say yes but make sure your oil distributor agrees with the sub-
stitute and that it is a direct replacement for the HD-389.  
Cold fluids can cause failures to your machine. Cold fluids do not have the lubricating properties that they have at 
operating temperature. The hydraulic system and automatic transmission are very sensitive to cold fluids. Cold oil is 
a major cause of hydraulic pump and automatic transmission failure. Sno-Cat® vehicles are primarily used in cold 
environments so it is important to warm up the machine before using any functions. This means starting the machine 
and letting the engine warm up to operating temperature before using any hydraulic functions and/or transmission 
functions, these systems will warm up as the machine is idling. We recommend you start the machine and turn on the 
high idle switch, this will bring the engine RPM’s to 1100 allowing the machine to warm up faster than at a low idle 
speed. It is always a good idea to plug in the machine whenever possible.”  
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Tucker Sno-Cat® recommended service intervals 
 
Intervals are given in Operational Hours and Months and are to be changed at whichever comes first. 
All recommendations are made with average usage in mind and any machine with a heavy work load 
should be serviced more frequently. Please remember to double check the serial number of your en-
gine, this will help to make sure that the part numbers are correct for your particular machine when 
ordering replacement parts.

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snowy and cold in the Northwest, Great Lakes 
A dry, mild winter is likely across most of the southern tier of the U.S. this time around, thanks to a develop-
ing La Niña, meteorologists at the National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration's Climate Prediction 
Center said. However, parts of the northern tier of the nation could get walloped by a colder and wetter win-
ter, they said. La Niña typically brings above-average precipitation and colder-than-average tempera-
tures along the northern tier of the U.S. and below-normal precipitation and drier conditions across the 
South, said Mike Halpert, deputy director of the prediction center. As for snow, the climate pattern often 
dumps greater-than-average snowfall around the Great Lakes and in the northern Rockies and less-than-
average amounts in the Mid-Atlantic region, he said. AccuWeather agrees with NOAA that the southern 
Plains, Southwest and California can expect a milder and drier winter than last season. It also forecasts a 
cold, snowy winter in the Northwest and northern Plains. However, the company thinks a chilly winter is in 
store for the Northeast and Mid-Atlantic, particularly when compared to last year. "For most of both regions, 
this will translate to an above-normal snow season," AccuWeather long-range forecaster Paul Pastelok said. 
Today  
Snow showers. High near 19. Wind chill values between -1 and 4. Breezy, with a west southwest wind 16 to 24 mph. Chance of 
precipitation is 100%. Total daytime snow accumulation of 3 to 7 inches possible. 
Tonight  
Snow showers. Steady temperature around 16. Wind chill values between -3 and 2. Breezy, with a west southwest wind 20 to 22 
mph. Chance of precipitation is 80%. New snow accumulation of 6 to 10 inches possible. 
Saturday  
Snow. The snow could be heavy at times. High near 30. Wind chill values between -1 and 
9. Breezy, with a south wind 21 to 24 mph. Chance of precipitation is 100%. New snow ac-
cumulation of 20 to 26 inches possible. 
Saturday Night  
Snow. The snow could be heavy at times. Low around 21. Wind chill values between 8 and 
13. Windy, with a west southwest wind 26 to 31 mph increasing to 33 to 38 mph in the 
evening. Winds could gust as high as 49 mph. Chance of precipitation is 100%. New snow 
accumulation of 13 to 19 inches possible. 
Sunday  
Snow. High near 26. Windy, with a west wind 30 to 33 mph, with gusts as high as 44 mph. 
Chance of precipitation is 100%. New snow accumulation of 5 to 9 inches possible. 
Sunday Night  
Snow showers. Low around 18. Windy. Chance of precipitation is 80%. New snow accumu-
lation of 3 to 5 inches possible.
